Before you apply, be sure that you meet the program requirements for
graduate studies, including the language requirements. Then, read all the
steps described and gather all the documents required for admission.

When you're ready to apply, go to the Ontario Universities’ Application
Centre (QUAC), which is used by all universities in the province of Ontario,
Canada.

Master’s applicants must hold an honours bachelor’s (or equivalent) in a field
related to the program for which they are applying. PhD applicants must
hold a master’s. To find out what degree equivalents you require for your
program of interest, visit uOttawa.ca/graduate-studies/
int-equivalencies.

It may take several weeks to review your file, and not all admission
decisions are issued at the same time. The timing to receive a reply will
vary, depending on the program you applied for and the strength of your
application.

Admission to graduate programs is competitive and not guaranteed even if
you meet all the criteria.

Note: It is rare to start your studies mid-program, even if you have completed
some program requirements.
