CUHK International Summer School

The CUHK International Summer School (ISS) was first offered in 2004 and has since become one of the
most popular university summer programmes in the region. Each year, over 600 international students
gather at the CUHK campus to join local students in an intensive programme of academic and cultural
immersion.
